Thousands of years ago, Moses told parents to teach God’s 
words to their children.

In this book, you will fi nd more 
prayers for you to learn, based on different parts of the 
Bible. Make them your own. God promises to answer. 

Most of the prayers are short and will not be too hard 
to remember. Some are a little longer and will need a bit 
more effort.  Below every prayer are a few sentences, to 
help you understand what it is about. If you want to learn 
more, you can look up the part of the Bible where the words 
come from. Sometimes, you will need someone to explain 
things to you. 

You will learn different names and titles for God. You will 
worship him as your Creator, Saviour, and King. You will 
admit your badness and sin. You will ask for everything that 
you need to make you good and bring you to heaven. 

Remember that Jesus said, “If you ask for anything in 
my name, I will do it.”
